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President of the World Economic Forum is interested in the priorities of Latvia’s
Presidency of the Council of the European Union

On Friday, January 23, in Davos (Switzerland), Prime Minister Laimdota Straujuma met
President of the World Economic Forum Klaus Schwab. Expressing gratitude for the
